MARTA
If coming to Lenox Square via MARTA, the Buckhead Station and 

Lenox Station are both close by.

PARKING
If you are driving, ample parking is available at the following decks 

and is free for all participants.

Neiman Marcus - Lenox Square Parkway Deck - Green Deck

way to Lenox Road will be closed, as the iconic start truss is built ahead of the race.

Getting to the Expo

To pick up your race number at the Peachtree Health & 
Fitness Expo presented by Publix, you’ll need two things: 

Your Check-In Pass A form of photo ID

You must bring a form of identification 
with you. Acceptable forms include: 

photo/copy/original driver’s license, 
passport, government/school-issued ID 

or employee badge.  

This QR code can be found in the email 
confirmation you received when you 

registered for the race. It will be emailed 
to you again before the Expo opens. 

Race numbers will not be available for pickup on race morning. 

Race Number Pickup

An ID (photo/copy/original) of the participant

can be a driver’s license, passport, government/school-issued ID or employee badge.

If you are unable to pick up your race number at the Expo, your 
number may be picked up by a third party. However, the person 

making the pickup must have all the proper identification and 
verification documents required.

The two items a friend or family member will need to pick up 
your race number are:

There is not a deferral or race number transfer system for the 
Northside Hospital Peachtree Road Race. 

Registration is refundable if you purchased REFUNDABLE REGISTRATION.

Changes and switches to your registration category are not permitted.

grounds for disqualification and ban from future races.

or Buckhead Station (Red Line). 

Parking at Lindbergh? 
Use the Sidney Marcus Parking Garage (entrance on Sidney Marcus 

Blvd.), the only MARTA-operated parking garage.

stationed to remove runners who are not in their assigned wave. 
Participants who start earlier than assigned are subject to 

disqualification.

The start line is located just outside the Lenox Square entrance. 
Start waves will be staged along Peachtree Road to Peachtree 

Dunwoody Road. Volunteers will help guide participants to their start 
wave staging location. See the Start Map for staging locations.

Plan to arrive by 6:30 a.m. to find your start wave, and plan for 
extra time to navigate closed and restricted areas surrounding the 
start area. Once the race begins, the start waves will advance and 

it may be difficult to find your wave.

The finish line will officially close at 10:30 a.m. following a 21 
minute mile pace from the start line closure time of 8:30 a.m.

Course Time Limit

Participants who finish after the time limit are not official finishers, 
may not receive full course support and are responsible for their 

own safety once roads reopen between 9:30 a.m. and 11:00 a.m.

With more than a dozen bands, DJs and dance crews 
turning the 6.2-mile route into a non-stop party, the 
soundtrack to your July 4 will be all heart, soul and

Entertainment

Aid Stations & Personal Hydration 

There are five aid stations along the course featuring 
water, first aid and porto johns on both sides of the 

road during every mile. Electrolytes are NOT provided 
on the course, but will be available at the finish line.

Participants are allowed and encouraged to bring their own hydration 
and electrolytes. Shoulder, hand-held and waist hydration systems 

ARE PERMITTED. See examples of permitted items here.

COURSE

The 10K course starts at Lenox Square, heads south on 
Peachtree Road and turns left at 10th St. 

The finish line is located at 10th St. and Charles Allen 
Dr. Mile marker signs will be positioned at each mile 

along both sides of the road.

SPECTATOR INFORMATION

Spectator Viewing Areas

Spectating is not available directly at the start line or adjacent to the 
finish line. Atlanta Track Club recommends spectators begin lining the 
roadway at least half a mile south of the start line near Piedmont Ave. 

MARTA is the easiest way to get around on event day to many locations 
along the course. Popular viewing areas for the race include: 

Cardiac Hill
From the bottom of the famous hill near Peachtree Battle just 

before Mile 3, all the way to the top at Piedmont Hospital, 
spectators line the incline to encourage participants through 

one of the event’s toughest stretches.

AJC Headquarters & Colony Square
From MARTA, exit the Arts Center station. Walk east up 15th St. 

to Peachtree St. 

10th & Peachtree
From MARTA, exit at the Midtown station and walk east up 10th 

St. to Peachtree St.

Finish Line
North of Charles Allen (link to finish map).

Mile 1
Outside of Shake Shack (3035 Peachtree Rd NE Suite A146)

There are security checkpoints throughout the entire start area. 
All prohibited items will be confiscated, including backpacks. 

Prohibited Items

Event Alert Systems

Medical Support

Medical staff are located at the start, along the 
course and at the finish. 

It is important you wear your race number and not someone else’s 
number. Should an emergency occur, event organizers need to be 

able to contact someone for you. 

All medical tents can be identified by tall, red feather banners 
with a medical cross, and are equipped with a team of medical 
professionals, ambulances, emergency and first aid supplies. 

Please complete the emergency contact information on the back 
of your race number.

Event Alert System signs will be located at the start line, 
along the course at the aid stations and in the finish area. The 

signs will communicate the alert level, based primarily on 
weather conditions, ranging from:

HIGH
(red)

CANCELLED
(black)

MODERATE
(yellow)

LOW
(green)

Bags

Containers holding more than one liter of liquid 

Drones

Firearms & other weapons Firefighter equipment 

Flags are allowed if carried, but flags on poles are not 

Masks and costumes that are not form fitting 

Any bag brought to the start will be confiscated, or entry will be denied. 
Atlanta Track Club does not offer a bag check at this event.  

Anyone entering the Piedmont Park finish area with a backpack, bag, purse, 
etc. will be subject to search.

Safety is Atlanta Track Club’s top priority. With the help of the 
City of Atlanta and other local, regional and national agencies, 

we have done extensive planning to ensure the safety of our 
participants, spectators, volunteers and partners.

There will be a substantial law enforcement presence at the start, along 
the course, at the finish line and in the post-event area.

Participants in the 2026 Northside Hospital Peachtree Road Race will 
be timed using an RFID chip. Your race bib contains your timing tag—
keep it visible, unobstructed and cross all timing mats to receive a 

complete and official result. Participants who do not cross the start line 
will not receive a finish result.
